What changes were made for version 1.03?


We made a couple of changes in this version. 


1. Added a SHUTDOWN option in the Restart Windows dialog. This fixes the problem when the processor serial number is not enabled on some OEM's systems, because the Restart option does not trigger a RESET of the processor.


2. Added a dialog that displays the message "Enabling the processor serial number may allow this information to be read by Internet Web sites." This dialog is displayed after the user has chosen to enable the processor serial number.


3. Changed the text in the dialog that comes up at the start of Windows when the application detects that its state should be enabled but the current state of processor serial number is disabled from:
