In an effort to guarantee secure Internet access, however, Intel has assigned an electronic serial number to each and every Pentium�SYMBOL 210 \f "Symbol" \s 9�Ò� III processor, in order to enhance security during your time on the Internet. This is particularly important for e-commerce, chat-rooms, and the like.


Pentium�SYMBOL 210 \f "Symbol" \s 9�Ò� III processors are available on diverse configurations of Olivetti Computers Worldwide’s Commercial Desktop and Server ranges. Olivetti Computers Worldwide has decided that the best way to respect the customer’s privacy is to deliver all models featuring the Pentium�SYMBOL 210 \f "Symbol" \s 9�Ò� III processor with the serial number disabled in the system BIOS, and provide Intel’s software utility for enabling the serial number (only if the serial number is NOT disabled by the BIOS setup) from the web site. This leaves the choice of enabling or disabling the serial number entirely up to the customer.


Processor Serial Number Control Utility 


The processor serial number control utility enables users to: 


Determine whether the processor serial number is enabled or disabled 


Enable or disable processor serial number 


Read the value of the processor serial number 


System Requirements: Windows 95, Windows 98, or Windows NT 4.0 Operating System and 4MB of available disk space (multilingual version).


Installation: The Serial number Control utility, must be dowloaded from the web site http://www.ocwi.com/ihdesk/swtool/patc_prg.htm by selecting Serial Number Control utility.


The driver is a self-extracting executable file named serial_n.exe. When you click on the link above, you will be prompted to select a directory to save the file in. Select a temp directory on your hard drive, and click OK. Once the file has been downloaded, run serial_n.exe and follow the instructions to extract the installation files. After all of the files have been extracted to your hard drive, follow the instructions below: 


Run Setup.exe by double clicking on the file name in Windows Explorer (Setup.exe will launch InstallShield which will lead you through the installation process).


Select a destination directory and program folder for the processor serial number control utility 


On completion of installation, an icon, with the "#" symbol, is created to the right of the windows status/task bar. This icon indicates that the utility is installed and the processor identifier status; the "#" symbol will have a diagonal cross over it when reading of the identifier is disable.


�EMBED PBrush���	 After installation of the utility, the Pentium III processor identifier is disabled by default.














Running the utility:


To activate the control utility, just click on its icon. (when installed, the utility runs automatically each time the system is started).


A window containing the Pentium III processor serial identifier is displayed (if the identifier is enabled).


Select Settings, if you wish to modify the identifier status, choosing Enable or Disable.


If you select Disable, you do not need to reboot the system, as the identifier is disabled iimmediately.


If you select Enable, You must reboot the system, as indicated by the screen message that appears. The processor identifier can be read only after the system bootstrap has been executed.


�	When the setup (Bios) parameter "Processor Serial Number" is Disabled the Pentium III processor identifier cannot be enabled using this utility. For it to be operative, the setup parameter must be Enabled. The specific BIOS parameter, for each system indicates, can be accessed pressing SPACE bar (NetStrada 1400) or F2 (all the other NetStrada models), during the power-on and selecting:

�EMBED PBrush���	Multiprocessor system compatibility. The utility works the same way on multiprocessor systems as it does on single processor systems. The utility displays the serial number for processor 0 by default. The user may click the drop-down box tab to see all the processor serial numbers. When the user disables the processor serial number, the control utility disables the processor serial number for all the processors at the same time.


Streaming SIMD Extensions Driver


The installation of this driver, in Windows NT environment, allows Pentium III- based systems to use a new set of instructions (peculiar to Pentium III and all future Intel processors) for handling 3D graphics. The driver can be downloaded from the web site "http://www.ocwi.com/ihdesk/swtool/patc_prg.htm " (in the same way as indicated for the number control utility), by selecting Streaming SIMD Extension Driver.


After copyng it to HDU, run websetup.exe and install it following the instructions attached.


�	The installations of this driver requires that Service Pack 4 is installed in the system and that Windows NT is the Operating System.
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
